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Foreword 
 

There is now a statutory requirement for local authorities to publish an area 
prospectus outlining the available learning provision in a way that is accessible to 

young people and their advisers. 
 
The availability of such a prospectus underpins the aim of the 14-19 reform agenda 

to offer all young people learning that is relevant and appropriate to them in terms of 
content, level and location. 
 

Recent research work in Suffolk has highlighted the fact that much shorter term 
structured learning, often at or below Level 1, has developed in an ad hoc way and 
has never been mapped or recorded systematically in the way that ñlong 

qualificationò accredited learning for young people is now routinely mapped through 
the area prospectus as well as through provider generated course information. 
 

To address this issue, the Alternative Provision Directory focuses on accredited 
learning programmes characteristically intended to offer young people aged 14-19 
(25), who are disengaged from formal learning, the opportunity to develop skills and 

self-esteem with a view to preventing disengagement as well as re-engaging with 
employment, education or further training. Such provision forms a vital ñre-entryò 

element in the broader learning and skills landscape, hence a necessary condition if 
Suffolkôs ambitious plans for reducing NEET and increasing 16-18 participation in 
learning are to be fulfilled.

One of our main skills is the development of non accredited courses which we term ñsoft skillsò in 
multimedia and radio, we strongly believe that this increases young peopleôs self esteem and 
confidence and provides them with the confidence to explore accredited training when they are 
more confident and able to reach for achievable goals. This is what we believe to be one of CSV 
biggest strengths; supporting young people, and at times families, to learn new skills but taking 
away the pressure of accreditation. We have found that families and young people are producing 
books, calendars, videos and delivering radio shows. These types of provisions are breaking down 
the barriers to learning that so many people have from negative mainstream experiences.
